Rev. Lynn Has an Important Message For All

I met Rev. Barry
L¥nn, our speaker at May
4""s Oppenheim Institute
Social Action Sabbath,
while working on my very
first national social justice
issue as an intern at the
Religious Action Center. It
was an election year, so to
curry favor with the newly-
prominent Rev. Jerry Fal-
well, the Senate was de-
bating an amendment to
the Constitution on school
prayer. Rev. Lynn came
into a strategy meeting
and announce that he had
just talked with Senator
Barry Goldwater, once the
leader of the conservative
movement in the U.S. We

learned that Senator
Goldwater was about to
announce his opposition to
the amendment. He said,
“since when is having the
government tell our chil-

dren when or how to pray
‘conservative'?”

As this anecdote
illustrates, debates about
the relationship between
faith and politics in this
country often transcend
party line or political ideol-
ogy. The issues that Rev.
Lynn and his group,
American’s United for the
Separation of Church and
State, work on are funda-
mental both to who we are
as a country and to the
welcome Jews have found
here.

For decades, Fal-
well and his successors
have tried to portray
church/state separation as

being anti-religion. Nothing
could be farther from the
truth. In Europe, national
governments have estab-
lished, supported, and
subsidized religion for
centuries. The end result?
European nations are the
most secular in the world,
with large segments of the
population viewing relig-
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ions as corrupt, bureau-
cratic, and unresponsive
institutions. In contrast,
nowhere on earth do di-
verse religions flourish as
here in the United States.
Pennsylvania’s own Ben-
jamin Franklin said it best:
“When a religion is good, |
conceive it will support it-
self; and when it does not
support itself, and God
does not take care to sup-
port it so that its professors
are obliged to call for help
of the civil power, 'tis a
sign, | apprehend, of its
being a bad one.” (from a
letter dated October 9,
1780)

Take the example
of “school prayer.” As long
as there are tests, children
will pray in school. That is
perfectly constitutional.
What is usually referred to
as ‘school prayer,” how-
ever, is prayer ordained
and directed by the school
itself — and when schools
try to do that, inevitably
students are set against

each other,

and follow-
ers of mi-
nority relig-
ions are
typically
made to feel
like outsid-
ers.

Does this
mean faith
has no role
in politics?
Absolutely

and organizations of
faith have played key
roles in some of the
best and brightest mo-
ments and movements
in U.S. history. For ex-
ample, opposition to
slavery started in
houses of worship —
and would segregation-
ist laws have been
abolished without lead-
ers such as Rev. Martin
Luther King Jr.? And
while there are also
plenty of faith-led
movements that | don’t
agree with, having peo-
ple express their moral
underpinnings in a po-
litical context is part of
the fabric of America.

So how do we
distinguish between
permissible, even bene-
ficial involvement by in-
dividuals and groups of
faith, and destructive
establishment of religion
by the government? In
some cases, the line is
clear — in others, it is a
matter for serious, on-
going debate.

That is why it is
so important that, what-
ever your opinions are
on these issues, you
come and invite others
to join you for Rev.
Lynn’s talk. He is that
rare combination of
thoughtful and dynamic
—and | can guarantee
that what he says will
stimulate your own
thinking on faith and
politics.

The Oppenheim
Institute is also a won-
derful occasion for in-
viting those outside of
the Temple Hesed fam-
ily, whatever their own
religious background, to
our congregation.
Bringing in a nationally-
recognized speaker on
this topic is as much a
service to the entire
community as our po-
tato-peeling efforts on
Thanksgiving — and we
hope it will reach as
wide and diverse as
audience as possible.

And if you know
of any Jewish or inter-
faith families that are
not affiliated, this is a
great way for them to
see our Temple in ac-
tion. (By the way, if you
do invite a family that
might be interested in
joining the Temple,
please let me and/or
Marilyn Deutsch know
so that we can welcome
and follow-up with
them.)

It was almost
half my lifetime ago
(gulp!) when | first met
Rev. Lynn. The issues
he has worked on are
just as ‘hot’ today as
they were then — and |
doubt they will ever go
away. So come hear
and get involved — the
very soul of our nation
is at stake.

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Sacred Aging: Telling
the Story of Our Ances-
tors Today
Program Addresses the
Needs of the Longevity
Revolution

Tradition teaches
that the Jewish people re-
tell the story of our ances-
tors leaving the Land of
Egypt during Passover.
Each year the youngest
person at the table asks
the Four Questions to be-
gin the history of the Isra-
elites’ Exodus from Egypt.
But what do you do if the
youngest person at the ta-
ble is 65 years old?

Congregation
M’kor Shalom in Cherry
Hill, NJ has the answer. By
running a senior’'s Passo-
ver Seder this congrega-
tion looks at the story of
Passover — the story that
defines the Jewish people
— together with the stories
of the lives of these older
people — the stories that

define this generation.

“While the Four
Questions are an impor-
tant part of the Seder,”
said Dr. Patricia A. J. Kay,
MD. FAPA, the senior Se-
der coordinator, “the sen-
iors seem to stress the
significance of the Maggid
(honored Seder leader and
story teller) and the history
it related.”

M’kor Shalom’s
senior Seder and other
programs like it are part of
a larger effort throughout
North America called Sa-
cred Aging. Run by the
Union for Reform Juda-
ism’s department of Jew-
ish Family Concerns, Sa-
cred Aging strives to ad-
dress the needs of the 20
percent of the North
American Jewish popula-
tion that is over the age of
65. Rabbi Richard Ad-
dress, the director of Jew-
ish Family Concerns, said
Sacred Aging programs
are blossoming across

North America.

Rabbi Address
said several congrega-
tions, including University
Synagogue in Los Ange-
les, Indianapolis Hebrew
Congregation and Temple
Israel in Memphis have
begun Sacred Aging
courses, many choosing
Legacy Programs. “These
programs are quite simple;
a person writes his life
story while incorporating
Jewish texts,” said Rabbi
Address. “In its simplicity it
creates beautiful and intri-
cate new traditions by in-
corporating the story of
one Jewish person with
the history of the Jewish
people.”

The Sacred Aging
program helps congrega-
tions meet the needs of
this longevity revolution.
“The development of a
‘theology of relationships’
will keep people coming
back to a synagogue

community,” said Rabbi
Address. “As people live
longer, healthier and more
spiritual lives, the need of
these people and their
communities will change.
We are seeing the effects
of this already.”

Other major con-
cerns being addressed by
Sacred Aging programs
include how to fulfill the
Commandment to honor
your parents when they
become infirm or are no
longer able to take care of
themselves, how to ad-
dress the ideas of love and
co-habitation between
non-married elderly peo-
ple, and what the devel-
opment of new life cycle
events to celebrate such a
long lifespan.
